Bradley Ashton ~ The American Founding and the Black 
Experience
Thursday, June 18, 2026 1:00 PM at Senior Box Office
In the year 2026, we will celebrate the 250th Anniversary of the Declaration of Independence and the continuing 
American Revolution. Several countries have modeled their own founding documents on the Declaration and its
proclaimed doctrines. Often missing or overlooked from the birth and early developmental narratives of 
America are the contributions of the free and enslaved African Americans who were at the Boston Massacre, 
Valley Forge, Bunker Hill, Washington’s crossing of the Delaware, and Yorktown. The subject of the status of 
Blacks in early America was the most divisive topic at the debates of the Declaration of Independence as they 
grappled with the contradiction of slavery in a society based on liberty and freedom. Baltimore historian, 
Bradley Alston, will provide a well-researched background and colorful power point on the topic including a 
surprising look at Maryland during the important and eventful period in history. He is a consultant with the 
Baltimore National Heritage Area and a board member of the Baltimore City Historical Society. He is also an 
award-winning Baltimore history tour guide.
